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Zeus’s sister, Demeter, was the goddess of the harvest. When shewas happy the crops �ourished; when she was upset, the cropswould die. The thing that made her happiest was spending timewith her daughter, Persephone. 

Persephone was very beautiful and she caught the eye of the god,Hades, in the Underworld. One day while she was in the meadow, he opened a great hole in the Earth and kidnapped her. Demeter washeartsick. All the crops began to fail and Zeus became worried. Hetried to make Hades send Persephone back. Hades refused, saying thatshe had eaten six pomegranate seeds and everyone knew that if you ateor drank anything in the Underworld you had to stay there forever. Zeus made a deal with Hades. If Persephone married Hades, shewould spend six months of the year with him in the Underworld andshe could spend six months on Earth with her mother, Demeter. Hades agreed. While Persephone lived with her mother above ground,Demeter was happy and the seeds sprouted and the crops grew. Whenshe returned to the Underworld, Demeter cried and the plants dieduntil Persephone returned.
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Ancient Greeks thought 
that there was a supernatural
explanation for the world
around them. They believed
that the gods shaped the land
and created all the plants and
creatures that lived there. Even
natural disasters were thought
to be the result of the actions 
or anger of the gods. 
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The majority of people living in
ancient Greece made their living by
farming. They relied on the gods to
provide good soil and weather to grow
and harvest their crops.  

Farming was dif*cult in Ancient
Greece. The soil was not very fertile and
much of the land was very mountainous. 
In the small pockets of +at land they grew
mainly olives, grapes, and grains such as
wheat and barley. With these crops they
were able to make oil, wine, and bread. 

Several times a year the people would
hold festivals in honor of the goddess,
Demeter. Prayers were made and sacri*ces
offered up to her on three occasions: before
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the ground was ploughed, when the grain
started to sprout, and after a good harvest.
If for some reason Demeter became very
displeased, the soil soon became infertile
and the crops failed.

To market their new 

vehicle to the public as 

a great leap forward from

the DB7 in terms of style

and design, Aston Martin

decided to skip the DB8

entirely and name their

new car the DB9.

The DB9
Ford invested in a new Aston Martin

plant in the tiny town of Gaydon in

Warwickshire, England. This would

be the company’s first purpose-built

factory, and it immediately began work

on the next generation of Aston Martins.

That first of these was the DB9. 

Ian Callum was again called on to 

design the body, producing a sleek,

wedge-like shape that sliced through

the air. Launched in 2003, the DB9

boasted a six-liter V12 engine capable 

of 470 hp. All of this produced a power-

ful car capable of a top speed of over

186 mph (300 km/h) and could go 

from 0–60 mph in 4.8 seconds. Even

with its high price tag, Aston Martin

could hardly keep up with demand 

for the DB9. 

Meanwhile, back

at Newport Pagnell

At its older plant, Aston Martin

continued to upgrade its line-up of

vehicles, introducing a high-powered

V12 car known as the Vanquish.

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1948 OLYMPICS
London was originally awarded the1944 Olympic Games, but somethinggot in the way—World War II. TheOlympics were suspended in 1939due to global hostilities and wouldnot be reinstated until the war wasover. Held in London, the 1948Olympics have been called "theAusterity Olympics" due to the harsh, post-war economy.

1908 OLYMPICS
The Games were originallysupposed to take place inRome. The eruption ofMount Vesuvius in 1906,near Naples, required Italy'sgovernment to channelfunds earmarked for theOlympics to clean up thedamage. The Games werere-awarded to London.
